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| Grand Panel Cases

In principle, the Intellectual Property High Court handles cases through a panel of three judges
(Article 18 of the Court Act). In addition, the Intellectual Property High Court may handle the
following cases through a panel of five judges (Grand Panel), : any appeal against a decision on
actions relating to patents, etc. (technology-related actions relating to patent rights, utility model
rights, layout-design exploitation rights for semiconductor integrated circuits, or rights of authors
for a computer program work.), which is under the exclusive jurisdiction of the Tokyo High Court,
as well as any suit filed against appeal/trial decision made by the JPO with regard to a patent or
utility model (Article 310-2 of the Code of Civil Procedure, Article 182-2 of the Patent Act, Article
47, paragraph (2) of the Utility Model Act). This is a system established to conduct proceedings
with greater care for cases which require highly specialized technical knowledge and also for those
the outcome of which would give great impact on business activities and the industrial economy.
For this reason, when a case is to be handled by a Grand Panel, the four presiding judges from each
of the four ordinary divisions are taken on as members of the panel in practice. The Intellectual
Property High Court maintains the consistency of its legal interpretation by the Grand Panel
System.
